Bible Study: Tuesday, November 18th, 2025. Topic: THE NAME OF JESUS Part 2
III. The Supreme Authority of the Name of Jesus Eph 1:17-21, Heb 1:4
The text in Philippians 2 shows that Jesus received something unique—a Name that functions with the supreme power of an earned Title. The Bible talks about His dwelling which is at the right hand of God in heavenly places far above all principality, power might, dominion and every name. Col 2:10 describes Him as the head of all principality and power. Before you go to a physician who we also call a doctor, you want to know about him or her, how he or she got the title (Dr.) because there are all manner of doctors and you want to know if that title is recognised in your location. Knowing the name and title of a person creates confidence. If we therefore know who Jesus is, it should boost our confidence.
1. Jesus: Name and Title: How did Jesus acquire His name and title?
· "Jesus" is His personal, given name (meaning "The Lord is Salvation").
a. "Christ" or "Lord" is a title given to Him by men by what they saw him do and by God It means Messiah or the Anointed One and Ruler. Acts 2:36, Rom 14:9, I Cor 12:3, Phil 2:9
2. How did Jesus earn His title? Jesus earned His Title by His name and His work: Jesus earned His supreme position and title ("Lord") by humility, obedience and by name
· Philippians 2:6-8: "And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross."
· Heb 2: 9, Matt 28:18, Acts 4:12, Rom 14:9
3. His Name and Title have Universal Recognition: You want to know if your professional is recognized to practice in your environment. That explains why many professionals display their certificate in their offices here.
· Because of His perfect obedience, God highly exalted Him and gave Him the Name which is above every name. The name is not only above every name but also recognised in every territory.
· Philippians 2:9-11 : "Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord."
· Territorial control was given at His Birth: Matt 1:21, Matt 28:18
· Where is His title recognized? His authority is not restricted to a province or a country; it is universal and extra terrestrial—recognized in heaven, on earth, and beneath the earth. This is the highest possible authority and superior to every human or spiritual title.
Conclusion: We must use the name Jesus recognizing that it carries the earned title and supreme authority of the King of Kings. When we use that name, we are accessing the power of the One whom all of creation must obey.
THE USE OF THE NAME OF JESUS: Authority and Faith
INTRODUCTION: We need to understand the spiritual rights and conditions required to use the exalted Name of Jesus Christ properly and effectively. The name of Jesus carries divine authority, power, and access into spiritual enclaves and above their authority. However, like a franchise or legal right, it cannot be used casually, without relationship or rights. This study explores who can use His name, how it works, and for what it’s meant.
I. Who Has the Rights to Use the Name of Jesus?
We've established that the Name of Jesus carries the highest authority. However, in the spiritual realm, authority is delegated, not assumed. We can use a business analogy: Just as rights are given to individuals to sell certain products, one cannot simply set up a shop and call it Tim Hortons or McDonald's without the rights to the Franchise. Similarly, we cannot use the Name of Jesus without the legal, spiritual rights to do so.
QUESTION: What is the primary condition for receiving the right to use the Name of Jesus?
Answer: You need to receive Jesus into your heart as Lord and Savior. This act of receiving Him grants you the right to become a child of God, which is the necessary prerequisite for access to His Name and authority.
· John 1:12: "But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, even to those who believe in His name."
Discussion Point: The right to use the Name is a privilege of sonship. The Father answers the prayer of His children, prayed in the Name of His Son. Without this relationship, the Name holds no personal authority for the user.
II. Can Anyone Use the Name of Jesus and Get Results?
While the Name itself is powerful, its effectiveness is fundamentally linked to the faith of the person and his or her relationship with Jesus Christ.
Question 2: Is the Name of Jesus reserved for a specific group of people, and what distinguishes them?
Answer: Yes, the Name's active power is reserved for those who believe in Him and are operating in faith. Jesus explicitly tied the results of using His Name to the person's belief.
· John 14:12–13: "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father. And whatever you ask in My name, that I will do..."
· Mark 16:17: "And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues..."
· John 16:23 (NKJV “And in that day you will ask Me nothing. Most assuredly, I say to you, whatever you ask the Father in My name He will give you.”)

The Danger of Wrong Use: The Name cannot be used successfully by those who lack a genuine relationship with Christ. The Bible records an example of negative consequences for those attempting to use the Name without authority. Faith and relationship are essential. Misuse of the name can lead to spiritual backlash.
· Acts 19:13–16: "Then some of the itinerant Jewish exorcists took it upon themselves to call the name of the Lord Jesus over those who had evil spirits, saying, 'We exorcise you by the Jesus whom Paul preaches.' And the evil spirit answered and said, 'Jesus I know, and Paul I know; but who are you?' Then the man in whom the evil spirit was leaped on them, overpowered them, and prevailed against them, so that they fled out of that house naked and wounded."
Discussion Point: The spirits did not recognize the exorcists' authority; they clearly recognized the authority associated with Jesus and Paul. The Name works only when it is backed by the person's covenant relationship.
III. How is the Name of Jesus Effective?
The Name of Jesus is not a mere sound or a magic spell that automatically produces a result upon utterance. Like any item or equipment, ignorance of how it is used can bring negative or no results.
Question 3: If the Name of Jesus is not a magic word, what is the key condition for its effective use?
Answer: The Name must be used with understanding and in faith and in alignment with the will and purpose of the one who bore the Name (Jesus Christ). Ignorance or casual use leads to ineffectiveness.
· The Name is a declaration of faith in Jesus’ finished work, authority, and presence.
· The effectiveness is tied to the sincerity and depth of the user's belief, not the volume or frequency of the word itself.
· John 16:23: "...Most assuredly, I say to you, whatever you ask the Father in My name, He will give you." (The promise is conditional upon the relationship and the request being made "in My name," meaning in alignment with His will).
· Acts 3: 6-7: Then Peter said, “Silver and gold I do not have, but what I do have I give you: In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, rise up and walk.” 7 And he took him by the right hand and lifted him up, and immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength. 
IV. What is the Name of Jesus Useful For? (Specific Applications of the name of Jesus)
The Name of Jesus is the comprehensive tool given to the church for executing His will on earth. It is useful for:
1. Spiritual Warfare (Authority over Darkness) The Name is our primary weapon against demonic forces, fear, and oppression, enforcing the truth that "every knee should bow" to Jesus.
· Mark 16:17: "And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons..."
2. Healing (Authority over Sickness) The Name is the ultimate source of health and wholeness, confirming that Jesus' sacrifice covered physical affliction as well as sin.
· Acts 3:6: "Then Peter said, 'Silver and gold I do not have, but what I do have I give you: In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, rise up and walk.'"
· Acts 4:10: "let it be known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth... by Him this man stands here before you whole." (The Name is both the source of healing and the content of the preached message.)
3. Evangelism (Authority in Proclamation) The Name of Jesus is the core message of salvation that carries the power to convict, save, and reconcile people to God.
· Acts 4:12: "Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved.” (The name is responsible for the salvation of souls.)
Conclusion and Reflection
We have the spiritual "franchise" to use the most powerful Name in existence, but that franchise is conditioned on our belief and our relationship with Jesus Christ. It is a tool to be used in faith, not a magic charm.
· Final Question for Discussion: Knowing the conditions and the specific applications of the Name, how can you practice using the authority of Jesus's Name with more boldness and intentionality in your prayers and declarations this week?
· Have you received the right to use the name of Jesus?
· Are you using His name with faith and understanding?
· In what areas of your life do you need to apply the power of His name?
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
