TOPIC: THE WORD II
TEXT: II Tim 3:16-17
INTRODUCTION: Basically, the Bible is a collection of various books. It is the word of God. The Bible as we majorly see it today comprises of 66 books divided into the New and the Old Testaments. There are other books known as the Apocrypha. We will not go into that at this moment. However, let it be known that the Bible as we have it today, is divided into four major portions which are 
1. Law books: Genesis – Deuteronomy

2. Historical Books: Joshua – Esther, Matthew to Acts of the Apostles

3. Poetical and Wisdom books: Job – Songs of Solomon

4. Prophecy: Isaiah – Malachi, some portions of the Gospel and Revelation.

The Bible may have been written by man, but it was inspired by God. To therefore have a good understanding of it, every reader must depend on the Holy Spirit for interpretation. While the intellect might be useful, the bible will not achieve its purpose under pure intellectual interpretation.

a) YOU LEARN BY THE REVELATION OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

Ask the Holy Spirit to teach you and anoint your mind to understand. John. 14:26; I Cor 2:12-14; I John 2:27, 2Cor 3:14-16, Luke 24:25, 27, 44, 45. Eph 1:17,18.

b) YOU LEARN BY REGULAR READING, STUDY AND MEDITATION: Psalm 119:11-12, 15-16

c) YOU LEARN BY SYSTEMATIC STUDY.

d) YOU LEARN BY PRACTICE: James 1:22-25. You need a combination of the Holy Spirit and daily practice.

WHY SHOULD WE STUDY THE BIBLE? 
a) FOR SPIRITUAL GROWTH
The Scriptures are spiritual food to nourish our spiritual growth (Jer. 15:16; Ezek. 3:1-3; I Pet. 2:2; I Cor 3:1,2; Heb 5:12-14)
b) TO BE KEPT FROM SIN INCLUDING SECRET SINS
God's Word will keep you from sin and sin could keep you from God's Word (Psalm 119:9, 11, 133, Psalm 90:8, Psalm 19:12, John 3:20)
c) TO ENJOY HEALTH AND HEALING
Obedience to biblical commandments results in health and healing for our physical bodies (Exo. 15:26; 23:25, Psalm 107:20, 119:50, Prov 17:22, I Tim 4:8, Prov 12:25).
d) IT KEEPS OUR HOMES
The bible helps maintain peace in our homes as it teaches good and healthy and balanced relationships between the husband, wife, children and others that live in the house. I Cor 13:2-7, 16:14, I Peter 4:8, Eph 5:21-28, 6: 1-9, Malachi 2:14-15, Titus 2:6-7, 

e) TO PROSPER, BE SUCCESSFUL AND OPERATE IN WISDOM
The word of God brings prosperity, success and fruitfulness: Psalm 1:1-3, Joshua 1:8, Prov 22:13, Prov 22:29, 25:17.
f) TO BE KEPT ON GOD'S PATH, IN INTELLECTUAL FREEDOM
The Scriptures light our path Psalm 119:104,105, 130.
