Bible Study: Tuesday June 21, 2022.

Topic: CURSES AND BLESSINGS II.

SOURCES OF CURSES: 
Deut. 28:15-38
Two weeks ago we defined what a curse is and we established the fact that curses exist.  We studied how to recognize the manifestation of curses. Today we will want to look at how curses are formed or placed and who can place them. 

WHERE DO CURSES EMANATE FROM? 

It could be from God Himself or from a man. Other sources could be a man who has spiritual authority over you, e.g. a husband, or a man on behalf of God or the devil.  As we study curses we cannot but took a deep look at the power of words. Words are spiritual and we discussed this in detail when we talked about how the enemy takes our words and how God uses our words to transform us. Curses are usually imposed by words and pronouncements. 
1. Imposed by God. Gen.3:14-19, Gen.4:9-12, Mark 11:12–14, 20–21
2. Imposed by man and especially one that has some spiritual authority or one that claims some authority. Joshua 9:23, 6:23, 26, II Kings 5:26-27, II Sam 3:24-29, Gen 9:20-27, Gen 49:3-4. This does not mean that one cannot walk into a curse as a result of ill done to someone at a lower level. 
3. Walking into an existing curse: Joshua 6: 26, I Kings 16:34, Deut. 27:14-26, 28:15-38 Gal 3:10, Lev. 26:14-17
4. Due to your offense against another. I Sam 24:11-12.
5. Self-imposed:  Gen 27:11-13, Matt. 27:24–25, Joshua 2: 12-14, Prov 6:1-3. 
6. A broken covenant: I Kings 11:11, Joshua 23:16, 

7. Curses due to involvement in another person’s error. Exodus 23:1-2
8. Imposed curses due to evil covenants for instance involvement in cults. Exodus 23:32.
9. Planned curse: Num. 22:4–6, 12. 
NOT ALL CURSES ARE EFFECTIVE. 
I Sam.17:43-47, Gen.31: 22-29 Num 23:8
A curse is never effective without a cause. In other words, no curse will affect you unless you have done something to deserve it. Num 22:6, 23:11 Prov 26: 2, 

WHY CURSES BECOME EFFECTIVE

1. Not listening to the voice of the Lord and not observing, His commandments, Not doing His commandments Deut. 28: 15, Lev 26:14-19, 

2. Forsaking God, Deut. 31:16-17

3. Going after other gods, , Deut.27:15-26

4. Betrayal of friends Ps.55:12-15,

5. Rewarding evil for good Ps.109:5-18

6. Being merciless Matt 5:7
7. Working against God’s purpose. 
I do not want to go into listing what makes curses effective or otherwise. They are obvious. The major one is disobedience. Disobedience removes the cover of God and exposes us to the ridicule of a curse.
