Bible Study: Tuesday July 5, 2022.

Topic: CURSES AND BLESSINGS III

INTRODUCTION: It will be futile for us to be afraid because of curse or its effect on us. We studied two weeks ago that not all curses are effective and we examined conditions under which curses could be effective and not effective. One of them was that a curse without cause shall not alight. If, however we find our lives trolling in the trajectory of a curse, what do we do? That is the focus of today’s bible study.
DISCUSSION:

ARE CAUSES OR THEIR EFFECTS REVERSIBLE? Isa 1:18, 43:25-26, Gal 3:13-14. It is worthless living a life of fear because someone has threatened you with a curse or you have senses a curse operating in your life or your generation. Whether real or apparent, every curse and effects are reversible. All the ‘return to sender’ cliches will not make a curse go away if it is there. Neither will burying our heads in the sand and wishing that it will go away, send it away. 
HOW DO YOU NEGATE THE EFFECTS OF A CURSE? 
a. Generalized approach:

Eliminate fear: First you must realize there is way out. Joshua 10:25, Isa 41:10, Rom 5:17-19, Isa 1:19-20. If you cannot settle this nothing will help you.

Have understanding and not live under ignorance. Identify that there is in curse in operation. Isaiah 6:8-10, Mark 4:12, Ezekiel 18:27-32, II Chron 18:21-23, I Kings 21:27-29.
Take an action: II Sam 12:13-15, Prov. 28:13, I Chron 4:9, Gen 35:18, Gen 27:40, Gen 32:6, 33:9, II Kings 2:19-22, I John 3:8, II Cor 5:21. Gal 3:13.
b. Detailed approach

Curses basically fall into three categories. If one can identify the categories (origin and type), one will know how to deal with them.
1. The causes and effect type of curse. Eph. 5:6, Deut. 11:26-28, Ecc. 10:8. These are curses that are in effect due to continuous disobedience. You cannot legislate against them, pray your way out of them or complain your way out of this type of curses. For one to be delivered from the effect of these curses, you must stop what is causing the curse to manifest. In other words, you must stop fuelling the fire. You may not need any prayer to be restored.
2. Curses from external factors effected due to the authority of the source or no error from the sufferer. Gen 27:40, I Chron 4:9-10, Gen 35:17-18. Here again, prayers, legislation or complaining may not solve the problem compared to taking action. With some, the pathway to deliverance was set when the curse was initiated. An example is that of Esau. To therefore be delivered from this, you will have to initiate the solution which was known during the curse. 
3. Effect of a spent currency type of curse: This could be a very challenging one. By this I mean one has committed a trespass but you are no longer doing it but the repercussion lingers as you have not repented or restituted. With these types of curses, some tend to want to sweep things under the carpet thinking that the effect will just go away. No, they won’t. 
Question: Where does II Cor 5:17 stand, therefore?
CONCLUSION: So far we have not seen a place in this study where we established that the devil placed a curse on anyone. The devil’s power to place curses and create setbacks for believers was broken at calvary. So, the cry of a witch or my father’s wife placed a curse on me has no place. It can only happen if you create the loophole. (If you have an illicit affair with your father’s fourth wife and run away and she places a curse on your or a curse is in operation, you are the cause)

Man was designed to enjoy the blessings of God and not His curses. It was the sin of man that placed enmity between His choice creation. Sin led us to disobedience and because of disobedience curses came into the world. The good news is that through obedience and the sacrifice of His Son Jesus Christ, curses have been removed and the blessing has been re-enacted. Thereafter man was given the option to choose between blessings and curses. It your choice and actions that that determines how you live today. Whether the blessings of God or the curses. May we never be found on the side of curses
