Bible Study: Tuesday, September19th 2023.
Topic: THE STUDY OF ANGELS Part II

Text: Ezekiel 1:5-13

There is the wrong depiction of Angels as some little chubby babies or some winged flying creatures. These are not true representations of Angels. People have depicted Angels in so many ways. Angels are the divine messengers (aggelos or malak) of God. They are the instruments that God uses to accomplish His business on everywhere. Like we said last week, Angels are mentioned almost 300 times in the Bible. As strong and ubiquitous as they are, they are fully subject to the dictates of God. Some church denominations even place Angels on special pedestals
The purpose of this study therefore is for us to understand their ministry to us who are heirs. They could be completely invisible. (Dan 6:21-22) Then Daniel said to the king, “O king, live forever! 22 My God sent His angel and shut the lions’ mouths, so that they have not hurt me, because I was found innocent before Him; and also, O king, I have done no wrong before you.” The Bible did not tell us that Daniel had earlier acknowledged the presence of physical presence of Angels.
Angels are everywhere and their operation is controlled by God and God will ensure that the assignment which He has given to them is carried out. Some have had some strange angelic visitation in the past
OUTLINE:
• Angels are called "ministering spirits" (Heb 1:14). The word "ministering" comes from a Greek word meaning "serve." Angels, then, are spirit servants who render aid to the heirs of salvation in the outworking of God's purposes on earth.

• Angels could take any form:  On human appearance when their assigned task calls for it (Gen 18:1-8; Heb 13:2) and some strange appearance at other times Matt 28:2-4, Isaiah 6:2, Ezekiel 1:5-13, Dan 10: 5-6
· Can humans command Angels? There is no record of times when men commanded Angels in the Bible. There are places where people prayed and God sent Angels and there are other places where God sent some Angels on assignment. Num 20:16, Daniel 6:22. 
• Angels are localized beings. They are not " present everywhere " like God. They have to move from one place to another (Dan 9:21-23). Since we know that the devil is a fallen angel, we should therefore know that he is not omnipresent.
· Angels almost always appear as men but there is a place where they seem to have appeared as women. Zech 5:9.
• Angels are extremely powerful; they are described as "mighty" (Psalm 103:20).

• God's angels are holy ("set apart"). They are set apart from sin and set apart unto God to do His bidding (Job 5:1; Ps 89:7).

• The holy angels are unreservedly obedient to God (Psalm 103:20).

• Angels are immortal, though created. Once created (Psalm 148:2-6), they never cease to exist (Lk 20:36). That means they never die 

• The angels are innumerable (Rev 5:11). Daniel 7:10 makes reference to "ten thousand times ten thousand" angels (100 million angels).

• This service takes many forms, including being used by God in answering believers' prayers (Acts 12:7), bringing announcements and warnings to God's people (Luke 1:13; Acts 10:3-33), giving encouragement (Acts 27:23-24), providing protection (Psalm 91:11), giving guidance (Gen 19:17), providing deliverance (Acts 12:7), and caring for believers at the moment of death (Luke 16:22).

• Many believe that every Christian has a specific guardian angel throughout life (Matt 18:10). Others believe that angels are charged with different assignments as God directs (Psalm 91:11).

• Angels are organized by rank, including thrones, powers, rulers, authorities, and dominions (Eph 1:20-21; Col 1:16), but the details and nature of these ranks are not revealed to us.

• Among unbelievers, angels restrain wickedness (Gen 19:1-15), announce God's judgments (Rev 14:7-10), execute God's judgments (Acts 12:23; Rev 16:1-18), and in the end times cast them "into the blazing furnace" (Mt 13:37-43).

• In the afterlife Christians will judge angels (1 Cor 6:3).
